When considering whether the EMBA should share your news/event etc 
we will bear in mind the following questions:  

§ Does the organisation already hold direct links with EMBA or BU?  
 

§ Does the event help EMBA achieve its aim in ‘Growing Healthy 
Churches’?  
 

Things to note 
 

§ All promotional requests will be agreed at the discretion of the 
Regional Team. 
  

§ Content that is specific to an individual church (e.g. church coffee 
morning) would not normally be promoted by EMBA  

 
§ Events in individual churches that have broader/regional appeal (e.g. 

families and children’s training event or a zoom prayer event for a 
global crisis or hosting a well-known speaker) may be considered  

 
§ Don’t forget to share information on your own platforms.  Is it on 

your website, Facebook and other social media platforms?  As good 
as it is for EMBA to share it, it will be more effective and have greater 
impact if it comes originally from your own platform.  If we see 
events that meet our criteria we will share them to our feed. 
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§ Remember to tag EMBA in any post on Facebook and Instagram.
